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1 Precautions for Safety

Operate the remote controller according to the following procedure when it is used for the first time or when the
settings are changed. Pushingthe [ ¢y ON/OFF] button starts running the air conditioning unit with the settings
made on the remote controller from the next time.

Preparation

Turn on the circuit breaker.
« “X Setting” appears on the display of the remote controller when the power is turned on.

* When the power is turned on, it takes about 5 minutes before the remote controller becomes operable. This is not

a malfunction.

» Do not turn off the circuit breaker during the season using the air conditioning unit.
